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It is with immense pride that I share this year�s Annual Report. The past year has been one of 

purposeful progress, where we responded to shifting priorities in the educational landscape with 

practical, need-driven solutions. At Learning Links Foundation, our goal remains rooted in creating 

inclusive and scalable interventions that equip learners with the skills, ability, and opportunity to 

be future-ready and move up the socio-economic ladder. This mission has been made possible 

through the trust and collaboration of our partners, communities, and the dedicated efforts of 

our team.

We continued to strengthen our efforts across core domains�deepening foundational learning, 

nurturing innovation, and advancing equality in economic participation. In schools, improved 

pedagogy and consistent learner engagement led to measurable gains in literacy and numeracy 

for over 2,25,000 students and improved employability skills for over 53,000 students, alongside 

increased retention and renewed enrolment in government schools across tribal communities. Our 

STEAM initiatives reached more than 5.8 lakh students and sparked meaningful engagement�

thousands of learners built working prototypes, participated in innovation challenges, and 

developed conŉdence in applying scientiŉc thinking to real-world problems.

Our structured curriculum of ŉnancial literacy, ŉnancial inclusion and digital literacy skills was 
imparted to over 41 lakh community members through educational institutions, community 

interventions and government partnerships and 62,000 women were empowered to start their 

own enterprises through our women�s entrepreneurship program. In rural and remote regions, 

access to credit and government schemes was expanded through targeted efforts that reached 

over 1,00,000 individuals, helping build higher levels of ŉnancial inclusion within communities 
and reducing ŉnancial burden.

To stay ahead of emerging needs, we continued to drive forward-looking programs in ŉnancial 
literacy, data analytics, and green economy skilling�ensuring learners are not only equipped for 

today�s realities, but are also empowered to thrive in the opportunities of tomorrow. Once again, 

our work earned recognition on national platforms—reafŉrming both the depth of our impact 
and the strength of our long-standing commitment to constructive shift in education. 

None of this would have been possible without the sustained support of our partners. Our work 

with state governments led to systemic improvements, while collaborations with corporate 

funders helped scale ideas that are both impactful and relevant. We believe meaningful change 

is possible when there is shared ownership, and I thank every member of our team for bringing 

that belief to life through their commitment and professionalism.

Looking ahead, we will build on what works, address gaps with intent, and adapt to the evolving 

needs of those we serve. We move into the coming year with clear purpose, strong resolve, and 

the belief that lasting change is both necessary and possible.

Impact: 

Highlights:

The Holistic Learning pathway recorded signiŉcant gains in foundational learning this year, with over 
2,25,000 students demonstrating improvements in literacy and numeracy, and a near elimination of �Not 

Beginner� levels. Across 312 schools, learning environments were reimagined through smart classrooms, 

Building as Learning Aid (BaLA) spaces, libraries, and wellness initiatives, creating vibrant, inclusive settings 

that nurtured curiosity, creativity, and wellbeing. Digital capacity strengthened considerably as more than 

7,000 teachers were trained in Google Workspace tools, opening enriched online content and interactive 

learning experiences for over 50,000 students.

Environmental stewardship gained momentum as 81 schools led a collective plastic collection drive that 

removed 167 kilograms of waste from their communities. Regular attendance received a strong boost 

through 41,807 home visits that helped 4,673 students return to school with renewed consistency. Over 

10,000 learners took part in academic, sporting, and cultural activities during National Education Policy (NEP) 

2020 Week, while hygiene-focused campaigns reached an additional 10,000 students through large-scale 

awareness efforts.

Preparation for life beyond school deepened as 23,584 learners received targeted support to build conŉdence, 
strengthen career awareness, and enhance future livelihood readiness. Adolescent development was further 

advanced through career fairs engaging 6,826 young people and expert led industry interactions that 

provided 11,461 learners with exposure to diverse professional pathways. Inclusion efforts for students with 

disabilities enabled 113 learners to obtain Unique Disability Identity (UDID) Cards  and 58 students to receive 

scholarships, supporting access to rights based entitlements and continued education with dignity.
